God—“unprayed prayers.” But he further indicted them thus, “Ye ask, 

and receive not, because ye ask amiss, that ye may consume it upon 

your lusts [desires].” These are the prayers that are ineffective because 

they are selfish and self-centered.

While  we need to pray for ourselves, the clear implication of the 

Word of God is that the highest form of prayer is that which seeks the 

help of God for others, intercessory prayer. Such praying is not an easy 

exercise, but calls for spiritual and physical intensity. James calls it 

“effectual fervent prayer.” Let us put it in more ordinary words: 

“strong, burning prayer.”

This signifies more than quiet, restful, meditative prayer. This is 

prayer directed toward unusual need, which calls for unusual zeal, 

fervor, and spiritual passion. This is such prayer as engaged Jesus 

Christ when He “offered up prayers and supplications with strong 

crying and tears.” This is the k ind of prayer that brings revivals, 

awakens the drowsy church, brings pungent conviction to sinners and 

the deep hunger for purity to the unsanctified.

Yes, it will demand self-denial and physical energy, for lazy people 

never are great intercessors. While  mere physical energy and intensity 

have no intrinsic spiritual worth, yet great spiritual intensity is ac­

companied by physical sacrifice in energy and activity. God is calling 

for those who will pay the price of engaging in “effectual fervent” 

intercessory prayer.

scheme to be successful must heal man organically, bestow upon him 

full moral purity, and restore h im to his primitive function ol glori­

fying a holy God. This is the pm  pose of heart holiness.

The Son fully entered into the thought of the fashioning Father 

in creation and there I ore I u II v shared 11 is deep desire lor a redemption 

whic h would go "deeper than the stain [of sin] had gone." Thus the 

system ol .Mosaic laws and types which found theii uttermost fu lfil l­

ment when "Jesus also, that he might sanctify the people with his 

own blood, sul lercd wit lion t the gate" (I leb. 13:12). The earth shook, 

the sun refused to shine when; to cpiote Martin Luther, "God was 

forsaken ol God .” This is the price ol heart holiness.

Shortly before the suffering Son returned to the fashioning Father, 

l ie  declared of the Holy Spirit, "Whatsoever he shall hear, that shall 

he speak." Out of the holy, post-Ascension converse between the 

Father, who fashioned the race in holiness, and the Son, who suffered 

to restore the race to that holiness, comes the message of the speaking 

Spirit. 1 his is the provision lor heart holiness.

W hen the seeking soul, pardoned and consecrated, draws nigh to 

God in faith, the sanctifying Trin ity—the Father, who fashioned: the 

Son, who suffered: and the Spirit, who speaks the word of power— 

draws nigh to fulfill the promise. "What a gathering ol hallowing 

aImighti nesses" when the God ol peace comes to sanctify wholly!

Thus we see that the doctrine of heart holiness is founded upon 

the structure and func tioning of God's holy nature. Before this mes­

sage can be abolished there must first be a schism introduced into 

the Frinitv!

By D A V ID  J. TARRANT, Pastor, Port Glasgow, Scotland

Oni human race has alwavs been piettv good at 

thaw in <4 lines dividing the world into two or mote 

groups or classes, l'or the compatriots ol out l.ord 

Jesus, this division was the simplest of matters: all 

wlio were not fews were Gentiles, lo r  their cul­

tured e omempoi aries, the Greeks, the matter was 

just as simple, though the division followed a cIi 1 - 

ferent line; to them, all who were not Greeks were 

barbarians. In modern society we still do the same 

thing. In the realm ol international affairs, we 

draw out dividing line between the Communist 

nations and the lice nations.

In  order to get a chaulleur's license it was neces­

sary lor me to go to the police station and get 

fingerprinted. I filled out a form, gave it to the 

big olficcr in charge. He got out the necessary 

equipment, then took my hand and said, "This is 

easy if you will just relax and let me do it.”

He rolled my thumb on the ink, then in the 

process of rolling it again on the white paper I 

tried to help: as a result the print was .smudged. 

The officer got out clean paper and tried again, 

but belorc we were through I had spoiled another.

The big officer did not scold but in a kindly 

voice, almost pleading, said. "You just turn loose, 

let me have your hand." It was not that I wanted 

to disobey: 1 really wanted to get the job done but 

I was used to using that hand myself with my own 

strength. It just did not seem natural to let loose 

and relinquish control. Alter two failures, how­

ever, I determined to submit and to let the big 

fellow do all the twisting and turning. Ii took all 

the strength I could muster just to turn loose, but 

the result was a nice, clear set of prints.

Manx people have trouble getting the heart- 

purifying experience of entire sanctification.

of the second class are surely numbered among the 

lost, all the moral and good-living people are bv 

no means numbered among the saved.

The crux of the matter is this. All who are on 

the "saved" side of the line have crossed the line. 

For we all start 011 the “lost" side. David confesses 

for us all, " I  was sliapen in iniquity: and in sin 

did 111 v mother conceive me.” lint we who are 

saved have consciously crossed over. Taking this 

step necessarily involved a realization that we were 

on the wrong side of the line; that we could cross 

over if we would and that the Spirit of God was 

available to help us. And so we look this m o ­

mentous step—the step of conversion.

Conversion is by 110 means a standardized ex­

perience—wc take the step in any number of d if­

ferent wavs. But one factor appears in every true 

conversion. We come to the foot of the Cross, ex­

pressing our gratitude for "love so amazing,” ex­

pressing our sorrow for sin so appalling, expressing 

our trust in Christ's finished work, and pledging 

our willingness to be Ilis love slaves from that 

very hour.

An ancient legend tells how the Queen of Sheba 

tested the wisdom of Solomon by offering h im  the 

choice of two bouquets of flowers. One bouquet 

was made up ol choice natural blooms, but the 

other was composed of artilicial flowers so exqui­

sitely fashioned by master craftsmen and so deli­

cately perfumed that, without actually handling 

them, none might distinguish between the real and 

the artilicial. Solomon looked at them carefully; 

then looking up to the window, he saw a swarm 

of bees. He c ommanded the window to be opened, 

at which the bees llew in and lighted upon the 

bouquet of real flowers, which lie then chose.

This story shows the1 difference between the 

saved and the lost. Much careful education and 

training may have gone to make the manners of 

the unsaved person as outwardly attractive as the 

Christian's. But. for all his culture, the unsaved 

man lacks life. “ He that hath the Son hath life.” 

I le, and no other.

Where do you stand in this matter, reader? On 

which side of God ’s invisible line are you? If vou 

are on the wrong side, will you cross over today?

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Little Talks on the Holy Spirit:

77. The Holy Spirit and 
the Beginning of Jesus' Ministry

Al ter the account of the Temptation which Luke 

gives us. we are told that “ Jesus returned in the 

power of tlie Spirit into Galilee: and there went 

out a fame of h im through all the region round 

about. And  he taught in their synagogues, being 

glorified of all" (1:11-15). In other words, Jesus 

was actually now starting His ministry, and He 

was doing it in the power ol the Holy Spirit. This 

is not only proved by the words which we have 

given you but also by that intriguing passage which 

follows in Luke:

“And he came to Nazareth, where he had been 

brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into 

the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up  

for to read. And there was delivered unto h im  the 

book of the prophet Esaias. And  when he had 

opened the book, he found the place where it was 

written, The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, be­

cause he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to 

the poor; he hath sent me to heal the broken­

hearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and 

recovering of sight to the blind, to set at libertv 

them that are bruised, to preach the acceptable 

year of the Lord. And  he closed the book, and 

he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And 

the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue 

were fastened on him. And he began to say unto 

them, This day is this scripture fulfilled in your 

ears” (4:16-21).

Thus Jesus reads the prophecy in Isaiah about 

the Spirit coming upon H im  and anointing H im  

to preach the gospel, and then declares that it is 

being fulfilled by H im  that very day. The Holy 

Spirit had much to do with His birth, baptism, and 

temptation, and He is now with H im  as He begins 

His ministry. If  the Lord Jesus, the Son of God, 

needed the Holy Spirit when He began His minis­

try, how much more do those who are called today 

need the Holy Spirit in all of His fullness if they 

would carry on their ministerial duties as they 

should!

This study has impressed me especially with the 

co-operation of the Persons in the Godhead. Jesus, 

in speaking of His unity with the Father, in 

John 17, prayed that His disciples might be one 

as they are one. By this He evidently did not 

mean that His disciples could be one in substance 

as He and the Father are one, but rather that they 

could be one in spirit as the Father and Son are 

one in spirit. The unity of the Godhead is u n ­

fathomable; no one ever has been able to sound 

its depths. There never has been any friction be­

tween God the Father, God the Son, and God the 

Holy Ghost. The program that they inaugurated 

back before the foundation of the world, and have 

been working out ever since, is one which they 

have all agreed upon, and there never has been 

the least disagreement between them in promoting 

this program. They have been, and are, one in 

deed and in truth; one not only in spirit but also 

one in substance. Oh. unlathomable oneness is 

this oneness of the Godhead!

And yet we have it illustrated as we study the 

life ol Jesus and the way God the Father and God 

the Holv Spirit—the first and the third Persons of

_______/

the Trin ity—co-operated with H im . Jesus could 

have said at any time, at any moment during Flis 

ministry, “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me." 

Not only was that Spirit upon H im  when He be­

gan His ministry, but also when He closed it. "I he 

Spirit was upon H im  every step of the way, not 

because He needed the constant presence of the 

Holy Spirit—for He was Clod himself—but rather 

because the Godhead is one; and where the Christ 

is, the Father is; and where the Christ is, the Holy- 

Ghost is. They are never separated in spirit and 

purpose.

“The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he 

hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; 

he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to 

preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering 

of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that 

are bruised, to preach the acceptable year of the 

Lord." Jesus commissioned himself, God the 

Father commissioned H im , and the Holy Ghost 

commissioned H im . “God so loved the world, that 

he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever be- 

lieveth in him should not perish, but have ever­

lasting life" (John :l;l(i). “Christ . . . loved the 

church, and gave himself l'or it: that he might 

sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water 

by the word, that lie might present it to himself a 

glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or 

any such thing; . . . ” (Eph. 5:25-27) . A nd  we 

could as truly say that the Holy Ghost loved both 

the world and the church and was ready at all times 

to lend a helping hand to the Son in His career of 

redemption.

“Plenary," as used in this article, means " lu l l ."  

The Church of the Nazarene believes, as stated in 

this article, that the Bible is fully inspired by God. 

By the Bible is meant the sixty-six books of the 

O ld and New Testaments. Then full inspiration 

by God is explained by the statement that the Bible 

“inerrantly” reveals the will of God concerning all 

the things which are necessary to our salvation. 

And, in order to further substantiate this position, 

it is declared that “whatever is not contained there­

in [the Bible] is not to be enjoined as an article of 

faith.”

This clearly implies, as we indicated in the in­

troductory session in this series, that while in most 

of these Articles of Faith there is no specific refer­

ence to scripture, yet all of them are based on the 

Scriptures. In  fact, we are saying in this article on 

the Holy Scriptures that we have no right as a 

church to adopt any article of faith which is not in 

accord with the teachings of the Bible. One great 

passage of scripture comes to m ind  here. It is 

found in Second Timothy: “All scripture is given 

by inspiration of God, and is profitable lor doc­

trine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in 

righteousness: that the man of God may be perlect, 

throughly furnished unto all good works” (!i:

16-17).

No doubt Paul, when he penned these words, 

was thinking of the O ld  Testament, for there was 

no New Testament then—it was in the process of 

being created. Nevertheless, this passage holds good 

for the New as well as the O ld  Testament. The 

Church of the Nazarene believes just as truly in

the inspiration of the New Testament as Paul did 

in the inspiration of the O ld  Testament. The two

Testaments constitute the Bible, and both were 

inspired of God, and inspired in a sense in which 

no other book ever has been or ever will be. The 

Bible is a unique Book and holds a place of au­

thority lor the Christian which no other book can 

ever hold.

Let's Glorify the Good!
Let's glorify the good! Let’s make it important! 

Let's exalt and honor it! Let's keep the good, 

rather than evil, in the Ion-ground! How may we 

glority the good? By being good ourselves and 

recognizing and honoring it in others. Let’s be 

on the alert to see the good in those about us.

We have many ways ol honoring achievement. 

I he various organizations of society are ready to 

place their seals in a special way upon those who 

achieve the extraordinary, but too often this ac­

complishment does not have to do with goodness 

or character. It is not often achievement in the 

realm ol right conduct. There is little fame given 

to men lrom the standpoint, of their righteousness. 

History isn't a record of those who have been 

saints—I mean real saints, not self-conscious saints, 

not publicity-seeking saints.

Some time ago I attended a celebration given 

bv a church in honor of its pastor. It was a rather 

unusual occasion, and the church as a whole re­

sponded to it. The pastor had many gifts, but 

none more outstanding than his "honest-to-goodness 

goodness." He is good to the very core of his 

being, and has been a blessing to many. The wife 

of a leader in the (lunch said to me something 

like this: " I  think it's wonderful that we've had 

this celebration, and that we've made as much 

ol it as we have."

Jesus was always too shrewd to be 

cornered in  any argument w ith  these 

Jewish leaders. He refused to tell them 

by what au thority  He spoke and worked 

because they could not or w ou ld  not 

tell H im  from whence was the baptism  

of Jo h n . They had refused to repent 

as Jo h n  dem anded and yet they feared 

to denounce Jo hn  and his baptism .

These subtle, corrupt leaders were put 

in  an embarrassing s ituation  before the 

m u ltitude , bu t they had asked for if. 

I his was not their lirst defeat from  the 

Lord. \ct thc\ refused to believe.

Jesus now took advantage of the o p ­

portun ity  to teach a great lesson in  

which these men were both hum ilia ted  

and  denounced. 1 his parable of the 

m an who had two sons is s im ilar to 

the parable of the prod igal son. Here 

one son first refused to go work for his 

father bu t later repented and went; the 

other said he w ould go, b u t went not.

Jesus made direct app lica tion  of the 

parable. He said the first son repre­

sented the publicans and harlots and the 

second son represented the priests and 

elders.

I would have to answer it in the affirma­

tive. I believe every person who is a 

Christian should join some church. If 

he does not do this, he should be 

ashamed of himself. But this does not 

mean that church membership guar­

antees that a person will get to heaven. 

None of us has a guarantee ahead of 

time that we will get to heaven, regard­

less of what we do. The Christian who 

joins the church and fellowships with

Being born again is an assurance of 

present salvation—forgiveness and re­

generation. or becoming a new creature 

in Christ Jesus. However, being born 

again does not give you the assurance 

of final salvation. That depends upon 

whether or not you continue to be born 

again, saved, or a member of God’s

Yes, it is provided for in the atone­

ment, but not in the same way. or sense, 

in which salvation is. All health, wheth­

er a specific case of healing or otherwise, 

is a result of the death of Jesus, or a 

benefit of the atonement. The resur­

rected body of the saint, which will 

never know sickness, will never be a 

realitv except as a consequence of the 

atonement. However, any particular case 

of healing in this life will depend not 

onlv upon the atonement but also and 

ultimately upon the sovereign will of 

God. The atonement makes it possible, 

but the will of God finally places it 

within reach of actuality. The same is 

not true as to conversion and entire 

sanctification. The atonement provided 

for them, but this is not all. God has 

already willed that all sinners can be

1 suppose* that vou refer especially to 

their healing ministry. In the day of 

Jesus’ disciples, there was no final lim it 

on God's healing power except His in ­

finitely wise will. The same is true to­

day. Nevertheless, God in those early 

davs gave more place to physical and 

material signs, or blessings, than He 

does todav.
