Dr. Corlett was again with us 
on Thursday with a message on 
“Living Today.” He presented sev¬ 
en basic problems youth has to 
meet today.

Clio Society 
Visit Jacksonville 

On Wednesday, November 11, 
members from the Clio Society ac¬ 
companied by Dr. Gresham began 
their trip to Florida to attend the 
Southern Historical Association 
meeting and see some of the his¬ 
torical sights. 

The first major stop was at the 
Olustee Battle Field. This was the 
scene of an important battle dur¬ 
ing the Civil War and as was stres¬ 
sed by one of the members, the 
Confederates won. The first ses¬ 
sion of the Historical Society was 
on Thursday. The groups were di¬ 
vided into classes with several 
doctors lecturing on various coun¬ 
tries and states. 

On Friday night the group at¬ 
tended the historical association 
banquet. The retiring president of 
the Southern Historical Society, 
Dr. Kathryn Hanna gave an in¬ 
spiring talk which proved to be a 
great challenge. Each member of 
the group was given a ticket which 
entitled him to go sight-seeing on 
Saturday. 

Among the sights seen were: 
the oldest wooden school house in 
America which is located in St. 
Augustine, the oldest fort which 
is in Jacksonville, the Suwanee 
River, and Ponce De Leon’s Foun¬ 
tain of Youth which was seen at 
a distance. A highlight of the 
sight-seeing tour was the ocean 
which some of the group had 
never seen before. 

The trip was very profitable to 
the group in that it gave them the 
privilege of seeing some of the 
sights which are prominent in our 
history. 

Truman Vs. Brownell 
The late Harry Dexter White 

has become prominent in the na¬ 
tional news again. Several days 
ago Attorney General Herbert 
Brownell charged former Presi¬ 
dent Harry S. Truman for promot¬ 
ing White from assistant secre¬ 
tary of the treasurey to U. S. Ex¬ 
ecutive Director of the Interna¬ 
tional Monetary Fund. This pro¬ 
motion was made despite FBI re¬ 
ports that White was a Russian 
Spy. These reports were sent to 
the White House in the early part 
of 1946. 

Mr. Truman refused to testify 
before Senator McCarthy’s (R- 
Wis.) investigating committee. In¬ 
stead, he gave an address which 
was broadcast nationally over ra¬ 
dio and television. The former 
President in a dramatic manner 
explained his side of the situation. 
In reference to the Attourney 
General’s accusation he declared, 
“This charge is, of course, a false¬ 
hood, and the man who made it 
had every reason to know it is a 
falsehood ... he lied to the Amer¬ 
ican people.” In the latter part of 
the speech he lambasted McCar- 
thysm. “It is the corruption of 
truth . . the spread of fear and 
destruction of faith in every level 
of our society.” The Republicans 
are backing Brownell; the Demo¬ 
crats are continuing to stand for 
Truman. 

Within twenty-four hours after 
Trumans speech FBI Director J. 
Edgar Hoover swore that the 
former President’s promotion of 
White “hampered” FBI surveil¬ 
lance of the alledged Soviet spy. 
Also several congressmen offered 
their impression of Truman’s 
speech. Rep. Harold Velde (R-Ill.), 
chairman of the house un-Ameri¬ 
can activities committee that also 
unsuccessfully subpoenaed Truman 
to testify on the White case, said: 
“A typical smear attack on investi¬ 
gating committees . . . certain 
portions of the speech were ob¬ 
viously written by the Democrat 
ADA (Americans for Democratic 
Action) crowd.” Senator McCarthy 
referred to Truman’s address as 
an “Attack upon me.”
