Trojan Basketball prepares to dominate 

Trevecca students will once again pack Moore 
Gymnasium to capacity to cheer on their Trojans. 

The Trojans return to the 
court this season with virtu¬ 
ally the same team as last 
season, but, oh, how the 
team has changed. 

Losing only two players 
from last year and with only 
three additions, the Trojans 
will rely on the homegrown 
talent of familiar faces to 
lead the team; however, 
through intense workouts 
and the gaining of valuable 
experience in the off-season, 
these familiar faces are big¬ 
ger and better than ever. 

Four seniors return for 
their final season in the 
purple and white, all start¬ 
ers last season, with a con¬ 
fidence and desire to finish 
what they started last sea¬ 
son. The backcourt will be 
heavily dependent on senior 
Will Partin, a 6'0" point 
guard who averaged 13.5 
points per game and 3.6 as¬ 
sists per game last season, 

and Marshall Hyler, a 6'0" 
wing man who averaged 15.7 
points per game and 5.1 re¬ 
bounds per game last season. 

Under the basket, seniors 
Jared Austin and Darryl 
Keckler will carry much of 
the weight for the Trojans. 
Austin, a 6'8" center, aver¬ 
aged 10.7 points per game 
and 5.9 rebounds per game 
last season, and Keckler, a 

6'5" forward, averaged 10.6 
points per game and 4.2 re¬ 
bounds per game last season. 
Both Keckler and Austin are 
nearing the 1,000 point mile¬ 
stone for their career. 
Keckler has started every 
game during his Trevecca 
career. Also returning for the 
Trojans is 6’5" sophomore 
Wesley Poe. Poe shattered 
the previous Trevecca record 

for blocks in a season at 40 
blocks by swatting 54 shots. 
Poe also averaged 11.2 
points per game and 6.4 re¬ 
bounds per game and will 
be heavily relied upon in the 
post for the Trojans. 

With such talent return¬ 
ing, the Trojans will have to 
make room for three new¬ 
comers to the team. Junior 
Marko Kandic, a 6'9" post 
player, will provide added 
height and quickness to the 

lineup. Sophomore Josh 
Crenshaw and freshman 
Trevor Duke, standing at a 
tall 6'5".and 6'4" respec¬ 
tively, will bring height and 
strength to an already 
stacked lineup. 

As the season opener 
nears, Coach Sam Harris 
looks forward to a success¬ 
ful year for the Trojans. With 
all five starters returning, 
four seniors, and an unusu¬ 
ally deep bench, the Trojans

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Modesty in an immodest society 

Modesty. Before you read 
any further you should prob¬ 
ably read the "Dress and Be¬ 
havioral Standards" section of 
your Student Handbook (page 
22-24) as well as 1 Timothy 
2:9-10, 1 Peter 3:3-4, to help 
in understanding some of the 
stands that are taken. 

Modesty is attacked daily 
on our campus. In fact, as 
some read over our "Dress and 
Behavioral Standards," there 
will no doubt be those who are 
surprised; saying, "I never 
knew that was in there!" 

Fortunately, we do not have 
an armed Dress Code Squad 
(DCS) that roams around 
campus waiting to pounce on 
those who sport their tank 
tops, halter tops, or no tops at 
all (primarily a male prob¬ 
lem). The closest thing that we 
have to the DCS is probably 
our wonderful Resident Assis¬ 
tants! Roaming the halls of 

our dorms, their job involves 
room checks, maintaining a 
general sense of order on their 
respective floors, writing 
fines, and a host of other mis¬ 
cellaneous job responsibili¬ 
ties. 

As you can quickly identify 
from reading over the "Dress 

Standards", in many cases ev¬ 
ery day there are those that 
fall short of our Christian 
Standard. Is it too difficult to 
abide by? Does it call for ri¬ 
diculous measures by the stu¬ 
dent body? We could lay the 
blame on any number of 
people, including the RA's, 
but the blame is laid squarely 
at the feet of none other than 
you! The fact of the matter is 
that our ideas on modesty and 

simplicity in dress have di¬ 
luted into a "hodge-podge" of 
anti-legalism and conformity 
to the world. The major popu¬ 
lace here at Trevecca may 
have trouble explaining any 
difference in dress from a 
Christian and a sinner. And 
well they might if any obser¬ 

vation of our campus is taken 
into account. 

There seems to be little care 
given to any ideas of modesty 
or even an attempt at being 
different from the MTV mod¬ 
els for some that walk our 
grounds. 

I may well serve only to an¬ 
ger a few scantily clad indi¬ 
viduals or a whole host of 
"free thinkers" who resist any 
authority to which they must 

answer, but that is neither my 
goal nor delight (regardless of 
what some may believe). My 
goal is to be able to walk to 
class each day without seeing 
"Britney Spears look-a¬ 
likes". I am tired of seeing 
obnoxiously short shorts, suf¬ 
focatingly tight shirts and 

pants, people's underwear 
through their clothing, low 
cut shirts, etc. Why would 
anyone insist upon wearing 
such clothing? 

I encourage everyone, as 
you prepare to participate at 
a basketball game, the Home¬ 
coming Banquet, and even 
each morning you open your 
closet door to remember that 
you are Christian (or at least 
that you live in a Christian 

community) and that we are 
not to conform to the world 
(which includes dress), but to 
the standards of Christian sim¬ 
plicity, modesty, neatness, and 
cleanliness which the Bible 
has plainly set forth. In case 
there is any open space for 
questioning or attack of my 
standpoint, I am not implying 
that we do these things to be 
Christians (legalism), but I am 

affirming that we do these 
things because we are Chris¬ 
tian (Christianity). And if an 
RA reprimands you for wear¬ 
ing improper, immodest cloth¬ 
ing, do not get mad at them; 
you are the person in the 
wrong, not the RA. In fact, 
thank them for their assistance 
in helping you keep a clear fo¬ 
cus on what you should be 
wearing and saving the rest of 
us from looking at immodesty. 
(Disclaimer: No, I am not im¬ 
plying that we should wear 
long sleeves, long pants, and 
our hair in a bun. I am saying, 
"Let's just be modest.") 

Cheering with excellence 

As a former high school athlete, 
current TNU student, and perma¬ 
nent fan of sports, I sometimes find 
myself caught up in the thrill of 
competition. In my nineteen years 
of training, living, and breathing as 
a diehard sports fan, I have found 
only one downside to being a fan: 

the inability to participate in the 
game. Nothing is quite as constrain¬ 
ing as sitting and watching a favor¬ 
ite team win, lose, struggle, domi¬ 
nate, or tie with absolutely no con¬ 
trol over what the outcome will be. 

As my uneducated but wise 
uncle used to say, “Just because 
you’re not in the barrel, doesn’t 
mean you can’t shoot the fish in¬ 
side it.’’ 

No one can deny the fact that 
sports fans collectively and at 

times, individually affect the out¬ 
come or attitude of a game. Noth¬ 
ing is more intimidating than thou¬ 
sands of fans chanting “De-Fence” 
in perfect unison with stomps, 
claps, and megaphones intensifying 
the roar. The term “fan”, short for 
“fanatic”, has come to be known as 
an integral part of every game. A 
cheering crowd that supports its 
team is one of the greatest advan¬ 

tages a home team can have while 
a booing, heckling crowd can in¬ 
timidate and scare an opposing 
team. But how far is too far? 

Fans are not an official part of 
the game. They are not on either 
roster and have no official ties to 
the team. They’re simply specta¬ 
tors. However, does this give the 
fan freedom to say, do, and act as 
he or she pleases? Many would say 
yes. Afterall, the fan paid for his 
ticket, or, in the case of a Trevecca 
student, paid his or her tuition. The 

student should be entitled to the 
right to cheer and support the team 
in any way he or she sees fit. 

Though this may be a dominant 
opinion, I would hope that, in our 
case, a higher authority is involved. 
Whether or not a person has the 
right to do something does not 
mean it should be done. For years, 
Trevecca .has been portrayed as a 
Christian Community of Excel¬ 
lence. Should in not be assumed 
that a higher standard of living is 
expected of a community that pur¬ 
sues a “more perfect way”? 

Of course, far be it from me to 
suggest that actions such as booing 
and heckling are guaranteed to keep 
a person out of Heaven. Although 
actions are not what make a Chris¬ 
tian what he or she is, they are a by 
product of a person’s character. 

A fine line exists between cheer¬ 
ing for a team and heckling a team. 
The last thing the world needs is a 
written set of legalistic rules to at¬ 
tempt to establish acceptable and 
unacceptable ways of cheering. 
Others would argue that an active 
fan, no matter what the act may be, 
is better than an apathetic specta¬ 
tor. I don’t, in any way, discourage 

anyone from supporting their team. 
However, I question the need of 
negative jeers in any sporting 
event. Obviously, negative cheer¬ 
ing is not a problem exclusive to 
TNU. Professional, college, high 
school, and even little league sports 
have dealt, coped, and gotten over 
such problems long before I ever 
came around. Far be it from me to 
suggest that the solution is simple 
and can easily be implemented in 
the case of Trevecca students. Also, 
far be it from me to suggest that 
inappropriate jeering comes only 
from the student section of Moore 

Gymnasium. Dare I say, if students 
are to learn by example, then 
they’ve done well in carrying on 
tradition. 

Instead, I challenge the entire 
Trevecca community to appeal to 
a higher standard. Heckling and 
jeering certainly aren’t a necessity. 
I would hope that preserving our 
Christian witness and testimony 
would be of more value than an 
opinion of a blown call. 

So as we near basketball season, 
with its rich tradition in competi¬ 
tion, comeraderie, and sportsman¬ 
ship, let us not forget where our al¬ 

legiance lies. Cheer as loud as pos¬ 
sible with intensity, passion, and 
commitment, but also with intelli¬ 
gence. Trevecca holds a tradition of 
excellence that has encompassed the 
basketball court for years. This year 
let it extend into the stands. Go Tro¬ 
jans!

In Kick Childressi 

For those students Who re¬ 
mained on campus for Fall 
Break, the storm that rolled in 
brought more than just rain. 
An interesting event arose in¬ 
volving a helicopter, a medi¬ 
cal evacuation, and a wide, 
empty parking lot. 

On Tuesday, October 15, at 
about 12:30 in the afternoon, 
the clouds forced a medical 
helicopter pilot to find an al¬ 
ternate landing site. Visibility 
was almost zero, and with 
only the Trevecca Towers as 
landmarks, Mr. Thanner (21 
years of military flying expe¬ 
rience) decided his best 
course of action was to set his 
Bell 206 "Long Ranger" car¬ 
rying an injured patient, down 
in the center of the Tidwell 
parking lot. With most stu¬ 
dents off campus, Tidwell 
provided the perfect location 

for an emergency set-down. 
As the pilot made his de¬ 

scent, an ambulance rushed 
from St. Thomas Hospital to 
take the victim from the heli¬ 
copter. Though nothing was 
wrong with the helicopter it¬ 
self, due to the lack of favor¬ 
able flying conditions the 
chopper delayed take-off un¬ 
til later that day. 

Four people were inside the 
helicopter: the pilot, the resi¬ 
dent nurse, the medical tech¬ 
nician, and the patient. This 
crew came from their base in 
Hopkinsville,.Kentucky en 
route to St. Thomas Hospital 
in Nashville, but were only 
about five miles from their 
destination when the unusual 
predicament came about. Au¬ 
thorities say they made the 
wisest decision by taking the 
precautionary landing.

TNU gives Anti-Gambling Forum a chance 

This last Tuesday (October 22), 
Heather Nelson of Montgomery, 
Alabama hosted what was called the 
Anti-Gambling Forum, and through 
this discussion period Ms. Nelson 
revealed several reasons why the 
lottery was not as "okay" as many 
would believe. 
Nelson is the speaker for the middle- 
Tennessee GFTA (Gambling-Free 
Tennessee Alliance), and travels 
from place to place to inform people 
about the lottery and the harm it can 
and will inflict on Tennessee. As her 
home state of Alabama is a state that 
has already faced such a decision, 
Nelson knew very well what lies 
ahead for Tennessee and its citizens. 
"I feel like the Lord just opened this 
door for me," Nelson said at the be¬ 
ginning of the meeting, "Despite all 
the stress, this job's been a blessing. 
I can share what I believe more and 

more through this ministry." 
She briefly presented the situation in 
Tennessee concerning the lottery and 
then presented three main misconcep¬ 
tions about the lottery in this state. 
First: those in favor of the lottery say 
this money will "go to education.” 
"That only has a bit of truth in it," 
Nelson explained, "If that's all the 
money went to, that might be a differ¬ 
ent situation, but that's not the case 
here." 
The statistics say that only about one- 
third of the lottery income goes to edu¬ 
cation (the rest goes into the upkeep 
of the lottery itself), and the one-third 
portion that actually goes to schools 
goes solely to higher education schol¬ 
arships for colleges (for students who 
make at least a 3.0 average in high 
school). In addition to this, statistics 
show that almost all of those who are 
given this "money for the under-privi¬ 
leged" would have attended college 
anyway. 
Basically, as far as the education claim 

goes, this money does not provide 
for teacher salaries, school sup¬ 
plies, or anything else. Instead, 
these funds are used to put students 
with high grades through college. 
This brings up questions about the 
effectiveness of the lottery in this 
area. 
The second argument presented is 
the political/economic side: "Lot¬ 
tery will help the budget crisis." 
Again, Nelson showed how such 
logic is faulty, "Tennessee law pro¬ 
hibits this money to be used in the 
general budget. In fact, this is a 
quicker way to institute the dreaded 

state tax." 
The reasoning behind "cause and 
effect" is that lottery funds are not 
taxed, and with Tennessee citizens 
only having a limited amount of 
money to spend at any given place, 
Tennessee will need to find alter¬ 
nate ways of raising funds (i.e., cre¬ 
ating new taxes or levying ones that 
already exist). 

Finally, Nelson addressed the argu¬ 
ment that shrugs and says, "This is 
just a preliminary vote to 'test it out.'" 
Wrong again, says Nelson. In Ten¬ 
nessee, such a vote on something 
would amend the state constitution. 
In other words, voting to institute the 
lottery would be changing the con¬ 
stitution and setting up a question¬ 
able source of income. 
"And if this doesn't work for Ten¬ 
nessee" Nelson said, "It would take 
anywhere from 10 to 15 years to re¬ 
peal the law here in Tennessee.” 
Nelson closed by allowing the audi¬ 
ence to discuss what was on their 
minds. Many questions were raised, 
as well as insights on the issues in¬ 
volved. 
With the vote on the state lottery rap¬ 
idly approaching, this meeting al¬ 
lowed TNU students to gain a new 
perspective on the issues at hand as 
well as express their own ideas about 
the lottery.

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Lady Trojans basketball races into new season 

The Trevecca women’s bas¬ 
ketball program returns to the 
court this season with an es¬ 
tablished reputation of excel¬ 
lence. In the last three seasons 
the team has compiled a 66- 
31 overall record, a 33-8 con¬ 
ference record, and three con¬ 
secutive trips to the NAIA 
National Tournament. De¬ 
spite the recent success and 
two returning NAIA All- 
Americans, the team will em¬ 
bark on the new season with 
mix of high expectations and 
questions marks. 

Losing 8 players and re¬ 
turning only 5, the Lady Tro¬ 
jans will look to the experi¬ 
ence of a select few for guid¬ 
ance and leadership this sea¬ 
son. Senior Jennifer Wilson, 
a three-time NAIA All- 
American, will continue to 
add to her already record- 
breaking career point total. In 
her three years at Trevecca, 
Wilson holds 14 individual 
records including career 
points (1,596) and season 
scoring average (18.3 ppg). 
Wilson is also ranked 5th on 
the all-time rebounding list

(388) and 3rd on the all-time 
assists list (275). 

Joining Wilson as a team 
leader is 6’2” junior Lindsey 
Fly. Fly, who averaged 14.7 
points and 6.8 rebounds per 
game also led the team in 
field goal percentage shooting 
54.8% last season. Also re¬ 
turning for the Lady Trojans 
is junior Audrey Leatherman. 
Leatherman, known as a de¬ 
fensive specialist, shot 58.3% 
from the field. Senior 
Ramona Moga returns with 
her superb passing and inside 

scoring threat. Sophomore 
Leslie Golden will play an 
active role in the Lady Tro¬ 
jans’ guard rotation as well 
and will be called on to 
handle the ball for the Lady 
Trojans this season. 

Seven newcomers join the 
Lady Trojans this year in¬ 
cluding two red-shirt fresh¬ 
men, one sophomore, and 
four true freshmen. Red-shirt 
freshmen Kristin Scoggins, a 
5'5" guard, and 6'0" forward 
Jana Reed improved dra¬ 
matically over the off season 

and will look to lead the other 
rookies. Sophomore Emily 
Clark, a 5'10" forward, and 
freshmen Sharon Gabuat, a 
5'6" guard, Natalie Ellis, a 5'6" 
guard, and Jaime Luke, a 5'8" 
guard, bring youth and skill to 
an already talented lineup. 
Hillary Tanner, a 5'8" forward, 
will red-shirt after an off-sea¬ 
son surgery on a torn ACL. 

Lady Trojan Head Coach 
Julie van Beek knows that this

As the Trevecca men’s and 
women’s soccer teams near the 
completion of another season, 
new thoughts encompass the 
minds of those on the team. In 
years past, the soccer teams 
have approached the end of the 
regular season with sadness and 
regret, wishing the season 
wasn’t over. However, this 
year, with the regular season 
wrapping up, Trevecca soccer 
is just getting started. With by 
far the best TranSouth Confer¬ 
ence record in Trevecca soccer 

history, the men’s soccer team 
looks to land a comfortable 
placement in the TranSouth 
Conference Tournament. 

The Trojans, led by Head 
Coach Stan Herod, have de¬ 
feated Lyon College, Freed- 
Hardeman University, and 
Union University on their way 
to a 3-3-1 TranSouth Confer¬ 
ence record. With a tie coming 
against conference opponent 
Berry College, the Trojans have 
taken sole possession of 5th 
place in the conference. 

As the TranSouth tournament 
nears, the Trojans anticipate 
unprecedented success. Having 
already claimed their first ever 

tournament championship ear- 
lier in the season and La 
Grange College, the men’s 
soccer team has the tourna¬ 
ment experience necessary to 
become a recognized threat in 
the TranSouth Conference. 

The Lady Trojans of 
Trevecca have ridden a roller 
coaster ride this season filled 
with injuries, forfeits, and ob¬ 
stacles yet have managed to 
produce success. 

With two big TranSouth 
Conference games still to 
come, the Lady Trojans find 
themselves in the position to 
climb as high as a tie for third 
place in the conference stand-

As the regular season comes 
to a close for both Trevecca soc¬ 
cer teams, anticipation is high to 
wait and see what these teams 
will do next.

The Lady Trojans’ 19-0 victory 
against Fisk University earlier in 
the season shattered several 
school records while the men 
have become known for their 
quickness and persistence as 
they swept the LaGrange Col¬ 
lege Tournament to win their 
first tournament championship 
ever. 
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Lady Trojans prepare for playoffs 

In the 2002 season Trojan 
volleyball has surpassed all 
expectations and plans. 
Having already captured a 
tournament championship 
at the Asbury College Tour¬ 
nament earlier this season 
and gaining national recog¬ 
nition with freshman 
standout Laurel Markovich 
being named NAIA Setter 
of the Week, the Lady Tro¬ 
jans definitely have a sea¬ 
son in which they can take 
pride. But they’re not satis¬ 
fied. 

With the regular season 
coming to a close, the Lady 
Trojans have put themselves 
in position to finish as high 
as second place in the over¬ 
all conference standings. 
Key wins against Martin 
Methodist College have 
propelled the Lady Trojans 
to a flexible rank in the con¬ 
ference where the final two 
games will decide the fate 
of many TranSouth Confer¬ 
ence teams. 

Ideally, with Union Uni¬ 
versity losing their final 
three conference games, and 
Trevecca sweeping their fi-

Whichever scenario hap¬ 

pens, Trevecca will have to 
emerge from several tough 
breaks in order to gain suc¬ 
cess. The Lady Trojans 
played in last weekend’s 
Taylor University Tourna¬ 
ment without junior Sarah 
Milli due to a death in the 
family and freshman Katie 
Holmes has been sidelined 
much of the season with 
back complications. Also, in 
the most recent tournament 
at Taylor University in 
which Trevecca went 2-2, 
senior Katie Carter suffered 
a severe sprained ankle. 

' Though not at 100%, Carter 
contributed greatly to the 
Lady Trojans most recent 
wins against conference op¬ 
ponents Martin Methodist 
College and Cumberland 
University. 

With only a few games 
left, the Lady Trojans of 
Trevecca look ahead with 
excitement and anticipation 
of the postseason playoffs. 
Under the leadership of 
Trevecca Head Coach Scott 
Jones, the Lady Trojans will 
be ready for anything that 
may come their way as they 
close out the 2002 volleyball 
season.

season will be one of teach¬ 
ing, molding, and patience. 
She says that “experience 
and depth” will be the team’s 
keys for the season. She 
adds, “Our freshmen are go¬ 
ing to play a lot, and the 
faster they learn, the better 
we will be.

If we are patient, we’ll shoot 
a high percentage. Also, re¬ 
bounding will have to be a 
team effort." 

About the rebuilt backcourt, 
van Beek explains, "I love our 
guards.

Audrey, 
Leslie, Kristin, and Sharon are 
very quick and love to play 
defense. As a whole our 
guards are very athletic and 
versatile." 

Acknowledging that work 
ethic and heart are hard to 
measure when recruiting, van 
Beek says this team has both: 
"I love this team’s desire. It 
shows in so many ways. They 
want to learn and are very 

coachable. They want to work 
together and as a whole work 
very hard." 

The Lady Trojans play in 
the TranSouth Athletic Con¬ 
ference, a league that is 
known for sending 3 to 4 
teams to the NAIA national 
tournament each year. There¬ 
fore, the pre-conference 
schedule is the key for prepar¬ 
ing for the TSAC schedule. 
Trevecca has road games 
scheduled at Shorter, 
Lambuth, Flagler, and Ed¬ 
ward Waters. Trevecca will 

play in three tournaments, 
hosting the State Farm 
Nazarene Invitational and the 
LaQuinta Inn Classic before 
traveling to play in the Olivet 
Nazarene tournament. The 
Lady Trojans have 10 games 
scheduled with teams that fin¬ 
ished in the NAIA Top 25 last 
season. There’s no question 
Trevecca will be well pre¬ 
pared for the challenge of 
"Racing" to a fourth consecu¬ 
tive trip to the NAIA national 
tournament.

Who is that mysterious woman 
hanging around Johnson 
Dorm's lobby? Is she (a) Resi¬ 
dent Director Jennifer Wyatt's 
grandmother? (b) A creative 
advertising gimmick? (c) The 
benefactor of uncanny wis¬ 
dom?

Except for being any re¬ 
lation to Jennifer Wyatt, the an¬ 
swer is (e) all of the above. The 
photo hanging in Johnson

"Sadie had to be someone 
pretty special to have a build¬ 
ing named after her," Wyatt 
said. 

When Wyatt became 
Johnson Hall RD in 2000, she 
decided to move the now-fa¬ 
mous picture from its location 
in a comer of the dorm's lobby 
to a place of honor in the

entryway. Secured in this new 
site, the photo has taken on a 
personality of its own. Now the 
name 'Sadie' refers exclusively 
to the picture itself, rather than 
the lady portrayed in it. 

Sadie soon went from be¬ 
ing "just one of the girls" to be¬ 
coming a vital addition to life 
in Johnson dorm. 

"I took it on as one of my 
jobs as RD to instill a sense of 

dorm pride in the girls. The pic¬ 
ture of Sadie is one of those," 
Wyatt said. 

Sadie is, in fact, probably 
the busiest resident of the dorm, 
since her many roles keep her 
constantly occupied. One of 
Sadie's most defining character¬ 
istics is her penchant for dress¬ 
ing up. Her first costume debuted 
during the 2000 Christmas sea¬ 
son, compliments of Laura 
Thrasher and Laura Brown, who 
designed Santa attire for Sadie 
from cotton balls and construc¬ 
tion paper. This marked the 
christening of "Sadie Claus", a 
personality that has since re- 
emerged. 

Many personalities of Sadie 
have come to light, thanks to 
other creative souls residing in 
Johnson. Sadie has taken trips to 
restaurants with RHA members, 
participated in pranks against 
other dorms, dispersed invalu¬ 
able amounts of free advice, and 
graciously advertised for several 
campus events. For instance, at 

• press time, Sadie was attired in 
full Fiddler on the Roof regalia, 
in honor of the school musical. 

In the past two years, Sadie 
has been decorated, celebrated, 
and sadly, even threatened. 
Johnson residents recently com¬ 
memorated their dorm's name¬ 
sake in a 133rd birthday party, 
only to be disheartened when the 

picture disappeared soon after 
the ceremony. Sadie resur¬ 
faced three days later from 
under Wyatt's couch, causing 
many to raise their eyebrows 
in suspicious bewilderment. 

"I'm not sure where she 
was all that time. She could 
have just needed a break from 
the dorm, she could have been 
out partying, she could have 
been on a prayer walk," Wyatt 
said. 

According to Wyatt, 
Sadie likes to travel and get 
away from time to time. Wyatt 
is comfortable with this, on 
the condition that Sadie even¬ 
tually returns home.
