The Iron Duke said, “What have they to do with re-
esults? They have their marching orders.”” We are
familiar with the five forms of our commission found
in the four Gospels and in the Acts of the Apostles.
An apostle’in the more restricted 'sense was ome who
had seen Christ after His resurrection. But the term
is also used in a mere general sense, for “apostle” is
the Greek form of the familiar word “missionary.” In
this general sense only can the doctrine of “Apostolic
Succession” be taught Scripturally. The general com-
mission was given not anly, as Heber’s great hymn
seems to imply, to “twelve valiant saints on whom the
Spirit came,” but to the whole Church militant here on
earth. Bishop Wescott demonstrates that women were
almost certainly present when the Risen Lord commis-
sioned His Church to preach the gospel in all the world,
It is obvious that in the restricted sense the apostles
can have no successors, but in the general sense they
should have successors in every generation. ‘Indeed,
their successors have bound themselves together into
apostolic associaﬁon:\cgﬂed inour modern speech mis-
